Terms and Conditions for Slightly Off Beat Safari trip to Southern Africa

March 18 – April 03, 2011 (with add on until April 8, 2011)




1. General

Central Travel takes every care to ensure that itineraries are followed through to the letter but unforeseen circumstances may necessitate changes.  We reserve the right to change routing and accommodation without prior notice should any unforeseen circumstances or changes in weather conditions arise.
2. How may I confirm my reservations?

A deposit of just $1,260* will secure your reservations (1/3 cost of trip)

2nd payment due September 10, 2010 (1/3 cost of trip)

Final payment due December 15, 2010 (1/3 cost of trip)

*$1,460 (single occupancy) – all payments are non-refundable
3.  Cancellations

Once the minimum number of travelers is reached (12), no refunds of payments will be made unless sufficient additional travelers enroll to compensate for any who are forced for any reason to drop out.  These cancellation fees are there to cover costs incurred by Central Travel as well as administration costs.  
4. Payment details

Payment may be made by check or credit card.

5. Travel Insurance 

Central Travel strongly recommends all clients take out comprehensive travel insurance at time of deposit.  This insurance should cover cancellation and curtailment, all medical expenses including evacuation/repatriation, personal baggage, personal liability, death and permanent disability and travel document insurance. Central Travel recommends Travelex and MedJet.  The cost of insurance will depend on the coverage taken (usually 5%-6% of total). The investment in travel insurance is a non-refundable payment.   Central Travel will process insurance applications at time of deposit.

6. Health Precautions

The 15-day core trip falls within non-malarial areas with no special medical preparations required, however all immunizations should be up-to-date and Hepatitis A and B inoculations are generally recommended for people traveling abroad. Anti malaria precautions are strongly recommended for certain regions within Southern Africa (including the add-on to Botswana). Central Travel strongly recommends all clients contact their medical practitioners prior to travel for advice on the appropriate anti malaria precautions and/or any other inoculations, vaccinations etc. 
6. Passports and Visas 

Onus is on the client to ensure that they travel to Southern Africa with the correct documentation i.e. valid passport and any visa required to enter the countries concerned.  U.S. Passport must be valid 6 months beyond intended stay, and contain two blank visa pages. Note: The last three pages in the passport are reserved for Passport Amendments and cannot be used as visa pages.  USA passport holders do not require a visa for South Africa, the visa for Lesotho is issued upon arrival.  Central Travel can assist with obtaining passports.

7. Responsibility

Central Travel, Richard Weisfelder or any other person acting on the company’s behalf shall not be held responsible for any loss or damage, delays, accidents, injury or death from any cause whatsoever, in the form of person or property.  The company or Richard Weisfelder shall also not be held responsible for any expenses incurred as a result thereof.
